ENTRIES: Swimmers may enter and compete in four individual events per day. If a session is
over-subscribed, 7/U will be scratched, then relays will be eliminated, then swimmers will be limited
to three events. (Swimmers entered in four events must circle the event from which they wish to be
scratched.) If the meet remains oversubscribed, further cuts will be made based on the order in
which entries are received. Connecticut teams whose entries are received by October 29 will receive
priority before out of state entries are accepted. All entries must be received by Wednesday,
November 2, 2005.

Teams are encouraged to submit their entry on disk (either LSA SwimTeam or Hy-tek). Any team
entering more than 5 swimmers that fails to submit a disk must pay a surcharge of $3 per
swimmer.
